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Hello everyone

Our Annual Awards Exhibition will be upon us very soon so you will find this year's entry form, roster form
and general guidelines attached. Please read them all carefully because there have been a few minor
changes. There is also a copy of the guidelines with more information and explanations on page 3 which has
been added to since last month—the area in blue in particular.

At the last General meeting in June, we had quite a discussion about entering canvasses etc which are
unframed. The thinking behind this is that as well as preserving traditional methods of painting and how they
are presented, we need to keep up with modern trends—specifically where watercolour on canvas is
concerned. Following many different viewpoints (a synopsis of these is in the attached minutes of that
meeting) it was suggested that we have a section for unframed canvasses, aquaboard, yupo and other
surfaces, together with a sign introducing watercolour canvasses to the public because it was felt that many
people are unaware that watercolour can actually be painted onto watercolour canvas. This is obviously
quite a new area for us - but we have to explore all avenues in our quest to show that watercolour is a
versatile, modern medium as well as a traditional one.

It is essential that we maintain our standards at our Annual Awards Exhibition—that is, after all, why we have
such a good following—so it is important that unframed canvasses are presented in a professional manner.
At the next meeting on Tuesday, 18th July, the Committee suggests that members bring along samples of
their completed works on canvas, yupo etc so that members can see how they are presented—we can share
our ideas and answer any questions that members have about varnishing, what canvas to use, to frame or
not to frame etc.

To also help answer questions, Beba Hall from Oxlades will be our Guest Hour presenter where she will

bring along a variety of products associated with watercolour canvas. Also, running with the AAE theme—
she will demonstrate how to make the most out of the Daniel Smith and other speciality watercolour paints
and watercolour products that can be used—particularly aimed at the “Innovative” section of the exhibition.

The July meeting is also our AGM and you will find a nomination for the Committee form on page 2. Once
again we urge you to consider joining the Committee—the present Committee cannot continue indefinitely
and we certainly do not want to go down the path of eventually having to close
down because no one is willing to manage the society! If anyone would like to take
over this Newsletter each month, that would be a great help to me and we would
really welcome someone to be Minutes Secretary. We also have at least one empty
chair at our Committee meetings so we need to fill that but if anyone would like to
give it a go but maybe aren’t really sure about it, you are welcome to come along to
any of our Committee meetings to see how things are done. We are not a secretive Yf[E WANT YOU!
Committee—we are always open to visitors!

AGM time is also payment of subs time—our bank details for transfers (preferred method) are on page 5—
don’t forget to put your name and Subs as reference eg PayneSubs.

There are only a couple of places left in Keiko Tanabe’s plein air workshop at the end of August - full details
on page 3—don’t miss out on this opportunity to learn from this globally popular artist!

General Rules and Guidelines
The painting rules for the exhibition are exactly the same as stated in the Constitution:

3.1 A painting is deemed to be a watercolour when water is the vehicle for mixing and applying
colour pigments.

3.2 Any water based medium may be used in the recognized watercolour techniques with the
exception of water soluble acrylics, oils and pastels.”

Watercolour canvasses, aquaboard etc which have been varnished are acceptable. This year, they may
be unframed as long as the overall presentation is of a professional standard. Pen and ink (as long as
the ink is water-based), gouache and products marked “watercolour....” are acceptable. Ho we v e r

All entries must be members’ own work, unassisted by a tutor and not contravening any copyright law,
recently completed and not previously exhibited in WA. Frames must be of professional standard
andal | met al hanging devices taped over 1fullsheptondyv ¢
per member which may not measure more than 1.2mtrs either way including frame. All other paintings
may not measure more than 90cms either way including frame.

Definitions

Still Life Category

A still life is a work of art depictingi_n a n i subjeéctematter, typically commonplace objects which may
be either natural (food, flowers, plants, rocks, shells etc) or man-made (drinking glasses, books, vases,
jewellery, etc, etc). The subject matter of a still life painting is anything that does not move or is dead.

Innovative Category

An “Innovative Painting” is one which involves the innovative use of the watercolour medium which may
be applied to any surface and providing it complies with the definition of a watercolour painting as given
in the Constitution. Entries into this category are required to include a synopsis of approximately 50
words - why your painting is “innovative”.

Special Category—"Figure, Face and Form”

Members are reminded that if you paint a portrait etc of someone well known, you need to get their
permission. Even if it is a friend, it is wise to get their permission. If you are tempted to paint a 'celebrity”
from a newspaper or other publication, be aware that celebrities often own the copyright of their image
and certainly press photographers own the copyright of their photos. You need to contact the celebrity
or photographer to get written permission to use these photographs. This advice is for your own
protection and to maintain the standards of our professional and reputable society.

General Category
Anything that doesn't fit into the above categories!

Signatures on paintings

Judging is undertaken anonymously ie all signatures are covered up. Last year we recommended that
everyone make their own “labels” to cover up their signature in the same colours as your painting. This
proved to be very successful so we strongly suggest that you do the same again this year. Please
consider what you stick it onto the glass with so that it doesn’t leave a mark and is easily removed ie blu
-tac or similar. (Sticky tape tends to leave a mark which requires a solvent to remove.)

Frames

Should be of professional standard—paintings in obviously sub-standard frames may not be hung. We
also suggest that you or your framer use foamcore as a backing board—Masonite, plywood, mdf etc are
not usually acid free and they make the paintings unnecessarily heavy for our hangers to handle easily.
