Display of Sketch Books

Covering your signatureé .

Judging is undertaken anonymously ie all signatures are covered up. Last year we recommended that
everyone make their own “labels” to cover up their signature in the same colours as your painting. This
proved to be very successful so we strongly suggest that you do the same again this year. Please
consider what you stick it onto the glass with so that it doesn’t leave a mark and is easily removed ie
blu-tac or similar. (Sticky tape tends to leave a mark which requires a solvent to remove.)

Please
bring your painting to the September meeting—quarter sheet size is ideal—no bigger please—preferably
unframed but matted and covered with cellophane.

As a guideline for new members in particular, the following recommendations are
made:

Full sheet from $850, 1/2 sheet from $500, 1/4 sheet from $350, 1/8 sheet
from $250.

These figures are based on previous exhibition prices but adjusted to reflect the
difficult economic climate, sales being generally down and other factors. Please note that these &>
figures are simplyg u i d e |theparesmi n i mreacommended prices and members should price

at a level they are happy with.

Please make sure you have read all instructions on your entry form - categories, general rules,
dropping off paintings, labelling paintings, 50 words for Innovative section etc etc
Closing date for entries is FRIDAY , 29th SEPTEMBER.

Keiko Tanabe Workshops cont

Day 3 was the first day of the indoor workshop held
at the Italian Club in Fremantle. The first subject was
a rural scene with Keiko demonstrating in stages.
Her skies are completed in minutes and her first
wash is always so fresh and pure—this is what

¥ shines through in her paintings with her darks
applied simply and cleanly. Detail is applied at the
end with what seemed like a few flicks of her rigger.

In the afternoon the subject was boats on the
Brisbane River. Another challenging painting with the
emphasis on tone—especially darks against lights.
Again there were some excellent paintings produced.

Day 4 was devoted to a street scene taken in
Fremantle—in the morning, Keiko demonstrated a
tonal sketch and then a tonal painting which
everyone agreed was a great exercise. Keiko also
showed us how she makes sure her perspective is
always correct—one of the simplest and logical
methods most of us had ever heard. In the afternoon, Keiko demonstrated the same
scene with a painting, simplifying and showing how much of the detail is unnecessary.

Painting on wood panels

Many thanks to Verena Marmion who has sent in this information to help other members who may be
thinking about painting on wood or wood panels. The photograph is a lovely painting that Verena has done
on a wood panel:

| was really inspired by the painting on wood panels and had a go. As much as | love the effect, as |
mentioned last meeting, | had my concerns about the permanency aspect.

| asked my online watercolour tutor Janine Gallizia ( http://www.gallizia.be/biographie.aspx ), whose opinion
| respect very much what she thought. | have asked for her permission to share her comments. Here is
the direct quote from my e-mail. Other people experimenting with wood panels may be interested:

“Your conclusion about the wood panel is correct. No it is not a suitable
support, as issues of humidity absorption and acidity will affect the painting.
Even if you varnish the front of the painting the sides and back will take in
acidity and humidity. Colours will only reach suitable permanency that equalsa = =
3mm sheet of glass with 1cm of varnish!!!! 1cm is virtually impossible to apply —.4,
and after just several mm the varnish becomes opaque. Best be modern or B3
creative with your paintings but don’t compromise on stability. It will only
damage your reputation. A good artist is not just a great painter but one that
can be trusted to maintain quality over the years. Being a one-hit wonder is
easy; creating a career of a top painter that is consistent over decades is
harder and this is where a reputation is created."
